Be it resolved and ordained by the Town Board of the Town of

Section 1 TITLE This ordinance shall be known and cited
as the Hawking and Peddling Ordinance of the Town of New

Scotland

Section 2 PURPOSE For the purpose of regulating itiner

ant merchandising in order that the peace he lth safety
lfare and good order in the town and of the inhabitants

thereof shall not be endangered or unduly disturbed

Section 3 DEFINITIONS For the purpose of this ordinance

The terms used herein are defined as follows

a HAWKER and PEDDLER Except as herein expressly
provided any person principal or agent who in any public
street or highway or publ c place or by going from house to

house or place of business to place of business on foot or

on or from any vehicle standing in a street or highway sells

or barters offers for sale or barter or carries or exposes

for sale or barter any goods wares or merchandise except
as hereinafter exempted

b SOLICITOR Any person who goes from place to place
or house to house or stands in any street or public place
taking or offering to take orders for goods wares or merchan

dise except as hereinafter exempted or for such services to

be performed in the future or for making manufacturing or

repairing any article or thing whatsoever for future delivery
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c ESTABLISHED PLACE OF BUSINESS Any building store

or depository in which or where the person transacts business
and deals in the goods wares and merchandise he hawks ped
dles or solicits

d PERSON Any individual firm corporation public
or pr ivate or company and all other ent it ies of any kind

any principal or agent thereof

e MERCHANDISING Refers to the selling bartering or

t ding or offering to sell barter or trade any goods
ares commodities or services

Section 4 REQUIREMENT OF A LICENSE It shall be unlawful
for any person within the limits of the Town of New Scotland
to act as a hawker peddler or solicitor as herein defined
without first having obtained and paid for and having in
force and effect a license therefor

Section 5 PROCEDURE FOR APPLICATION FOR LICENSE Every
applicant for a license as herein provided shall submit to the
Town Clerk in duplicate a sworn application setting forth the
following information to wit

a That he has never been convicted of a felony or

misdemeanor or if so giving the details

b A deta iled statement of the part icular bus iness
trade or occupation for which the license is requested

c The number and kind of vehicles if any to be used

by the appl icant in carry ing on the bus iness for wh ich the
license is requested

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d The kinds of goods wares and merchandise he desires
to sell or the kind of service he desires to render

e The name address and age of the applicant and two
photographs one to be used for the ident if icat ion card and
one for the application

f The name and address of the person firm or corporation he represents

r
g The names and addresses of all partners if a

artnership and the names and addresses of the principalofficers if a corporation and the name and address of a

person upon whom a legal notice may be served

h Such other informat ion as may be required by the
Town Board

Section 6 INVESTIGATION AND ISSUANCE OF LICENSE

a If as a result of such investigation the applicantis found to have been convicted of a misdemeanor or felonywhich in the judgment of the Town Clerk renders the applicantunfit or undesirable to carryon the trade or occupationinvolved a license may be refused The Town Clerk shall
notify the applicant that his application is disapproved and
that no license will be issued

b If as a result of such investigation any personis in the judgment of the Town Clerk an undes irable person
or incapable of properly conducting the trade or business
desired a license may be refused The Town Clerk shall
notify the applicant that his application is disapproved andthat no license will be issued
